District of Beloit and others to bring “Little” Little Free Libraries to more neighborhoods in 

Beloit, with a specific goal of providing free books to kids. 

Research shows that reading is fundamental to brain development and that early literacy and 

reading to very young children and is crucial for language advancement and creating a positive 

bond between parent and child.  

With our partners, we’ve developed a list of prime locations for several new Little Free 

Libraries that will help get books into the hands of all Beloit children.
